If we share our 
knowledge and capabilities as well as learn 
from each other, this is an enormous en-
richment for the camp. The easiest way to 
initiate a plan is to encourage other people 
to participate and directly try it. Issues that 
concern the whole camp can be discussed 
at the camp plenary.

The camp is financed through donations 
and camp fees. Please contribute in accor-
dance with your own financial situation - 
the camp fees can be paid at the informati-
on tent, and if you do not have enough mo-
ney with you, you can transfer the amount 

to our bank account. The guideline amount 
for accommodation and vegan kitchen is 
eight to ten euros per day.

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The four pillars of our 
Climate and Energy Camp

Education

We want to learn together and from each 
other at the camp. Therefore, there are dif-
ferent workshops and seminars on themes 
like Carbon Capture and Storage (CCS), 
coal, climate change, global justice, climate 
refugees, building solar ovens, stopping 
nuclear power and energy democracy. On 
Wednesday evening, a panel discussion at 
the camp will present international energy 
struggles and develop visions for energy 
sovereignty.

Actions

We see ourselves as an alliance of manifold 
resistance against the risk technology CCS 
and coal as an energy source and generally 
against the world economy based on fos-
sil fuels and exploitation of humans and 
nature. We want to express our protest in 
many different forms. Therefore, our camp 
offers space for various forms of action 
such as demonstrations, street theatre and 
actions of civil disobedience. A demonstra-
tion through the town of Cottbus is already 
planned on Saturday, August 13, as well as 
a mass civil disobedience action sometime 
between the 12th and 14th of August.

Networking

We want the camp to be a lively space for 
networking where people from different 
personal backgrounds, political affinity 
groups, countries and social movements 
meet and exchange experiences, plan futu-
re camps, actions and events together and 
thus strengthen the climate movement.

Living Alternatives

Life at the camp practices conserving re-
sources and grassroots democracy. We 
know alternatives and prove their feasibili-
ty. A relationship of responsibility towards 
nature and towards each other is the foun-
dation and living expression of our concept 
and our joy of life.
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What we have in place:

Info Tent: Your first point of reference. This 
is where you can find all the information 
you need on the workshops, sharing rides, 
a site-map and much more. Plus, you can 
pay your contribution for the Camp here. 
Sleeping spaces: There is a large lawn, on 
which you can all set up your tents. The ca-
pacities are up to you: If you have space in 
your tent or can even bring a spare one, let 
the Info Tent know. 
Parking spaces: There will be limited 
space to park cars. Caravans will stand in a 
designated area between the campsite and 
the parking lot. 
Meals: Food will be provided; a vegan  kit-
chen collective (Volksküche / Vokü) will 
cook for us during the Camp. Our help will 
be needed for cutting up veg, doing the 
dishes and other activities around the kit-
chen. Cold beverages will be for sale at the 
refreshments caravan.
Sanitation facilities: There will be taps 
with drinking water as well as toilets and 
showers with cold water.
Electricity/ Internet: As both will be limi-
ted, camp-related use comes first. When 
using electricity or the Internet privately, 
please use it sparingly. 
Children are very welcome at the Climate 
Camp, therefore we will have a specifically 
designated family area. We are also trying 
to create a children’s programme. However, 
there will not be around-the-clock childca-

The Camp’s infrastructure 
and what you should bring

re, so it is up to you to sign up for shifts of 
baby-sitting. 
Well-being: During the day there will be 
designated quiet areas for those who want 
to chill out for a bit. You can withdraw to 
these places and be quiet in peace.
Safety: Please only camp in the designated 
areas; especially the walkways need to be 
kept free due to fire safety. Small injuries 
such as tick bites or sunstrokes can be tre-
ated at the paramedics tent. 
Material and crafts corner: We will have 
a basic supply of materials, which can be 
borrowed – e.g. to make banners and pup-
pets for the march. Besides that, there will 
be a bike workshop and a screen printing 
station.

What you should bring:

Tent, sleeping bag and camping mat---
tress 
Camp solidarity contribution: We re---
commend 8-10 Euros per day per per-
son (including food from the Vokü!). 
The solidarity contribution is volunta-
ry; nobody is to feel excluded if he or 
she cannot pay that much.
Bikes: We are in a rural area, so it ma---
kes sense to be as mobile as possible.
Weather precautions: The camp site is --
an open field, so remember sun cream 
and something to give you shade as 
well as rain coats and good boots.
If you have old bikes you don’t need --
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any more, please bring them (bike 
workshop!).
If you want to, bring T-Shirts to be prin---
ted on (screen printing workshop).
Extra materials for making stuff for the --
demo, etc. .
And of course: creativity, zest for ac---
tion and good vibrations!

What we are still looking for:

Engaged people who will actively sup---
port us: Especially for setting up the 
Camp (July 30th – August 2nd) and 
for dismantling the Camp (August 
14th-17th) we are urgently looking for 
support!
People with general medical know---
ledge, who want to be available for 
treating small injuries. In case of emer-
gencies we are of course in touch with 
the local ambulance. 
Materials: We are always looking for --
extra materials, be it tools (hammers, 
axes, cable drums), more workshop 
tents or mobile toilets. If you have any 
of the above, please send us an e-mail 
at logistik@laufsitzcamp.info.

A Animals
Please leave your animal if pos-
sible at home. If you bring it 

anyway, for example a dog, please supervi-
se it and make sure that other participants 
don´t feel annoyed. Of course the camping 
ground has to be kept clean. Guide dogs of 
blind people are welcome.

Automobile
We encourage participants to come by 
train. The camp is only 20 minutes by 
foot from the train station Jänschwalde/ 
Janšojce. For those that still want to come 
by car, there are limited and clearly mar-
ked parking lots. There are separate par-
king lots for sleeping-buses.

C Camping and basic-rules
We do not tolerate racist, anti-
semitic, sexist or homophobic 

comments or behavior. Violence, harass-
ment or sexual offenses result in the exclu-
sion of the offender from the camp. Help 
to victims is offered in the info-tent (Info-
Zelt).

„Leave nothing but footprints“ – We 
want to leave the camping site as we found 
it and make a positve impression on the lo-
cal population. 

D Drugs
For the evening gatherings, 
beer and wine will be sold. For 

the harmonious and smooth procedure of 

the whole camp, we ask all participants for 
responsible and modest behaviour concer-
ning their drug-consumption. Please help 
to create an atmosphere of mutual respect 
that is not spoiled by any drug-excess. 

E Eating
The cooking collective cooks for 
all participants. For ecological 

reasons our kitchen is free from all animal 
products. The vegan meals are delivered 
for a donation. Containered vegetarian 
food will be marked as such.

Emergencies
Keep calm, don´t panic! In case you hear a 
siren, that is a signal for all sorts of emer-
gencies. In that case we all gather at the 
marked gathering-point (Sammelplatz) to 
decide on all necessary further acion. The-
re will be medics in the camp, and we do 
what we can to secure a safe camp. With 
any questions please turn to the info-tent 
(Info-Zelt). There is also a list with near-by 
hospitals and pharmacies.

F Fire
It is dangerous to set up any camp 
fires due to the high risk of forest 

fires. Please help in protecting nature! 
Fires may only be set up under permanent 
supervision at the central fire place. 
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G Garbage 
The climate camp wants to be 
sustainable. So we try to gene-

rate as little garbage as possible. Respect 
the nature and throw your garbage in the 
garbage-recycling-station.

K Kids
Children are very welcome. 
There is a childrens program 

and a collective supervision system so all 
parents can have some time off. As every-
thing in the camp, the supervision is done 
by self organisation and therefor parents 
have final responsibility for their children. 

N Noise
A respectful community on 

the camping site and towards 
the neighbours is of great importance to 
us. There is a “Power-Down” time after 11 
pm. Please don´t play any loud music at 
night, in order to let your neighbours in-
side and outside the camp sleep. 

R Resting-zones
During day time there are “out 
of action” resting zones for those 

that need a pause.

S Sanitary installations
Please conserve water and bring 
organic, chemical free soaps, 

shampoos and recycled toilet paper. Please 
make sure you use the compost toilets in 
the right way: there will be signs.

Smoking
Please don´t smoke in closed rooms except 
in the marked smoking areas. Please don´t 
throw any cigarettes on the ground.
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If there are conflicts or 
someone feels discriminated 

Decision-making structures and 
the principle of consensus

The climate and energy camp should 
be be a safe and discrimination-free 
space. Unfortunately sexism, discri-

mination, exclusion and violence also 
happen in circles of leftist politics. If you 
don´t feel well because you have become 

offended in one or another way, please turn 
to the info-tent (info-zelt). You will find 
special contact persons that will help you. 
There will also be a tent as a rest room to 
talk about what may have happened

Everyone is to be included in com-
mon decisions on the camp. There-
fore, we do not vote, which would 

mean that one group would „win“ and 
another would „lose“. Instead, we make 
decisions by consensus. This means that 
we try to find solutions that integrate all 
participants and thereby make a decision 
that each participant can identify with.

Finding a consensus usually 
takes place in these steps:

The topic and the decisions that have 1.	
to be made are presented.
Ideas are collected.2.	
The ideas are discussed and a proposal 3.	
for a decision is developed.

Agreement with the proposal is en-4.	
quired. The moderator asks if anyone 
has objections.
If there are no objections, the decision 5.	
is made. If there are objections, these 
are discussed, new ideas and proposals 
collected and so on.

All meetings are being moderated. The 
moderator’s role is to make sure that every-
one can have their say, that nobody domi-
nates the discussion and to the ensure that 
constructive proposals are derived from the 
debate. In case of large groups, two or more 
persons often share the moderator’s tasks. 
The moderator(s) always depend on the 
constructive behaviour of all participants 
to make the plenary meeting pleasant for 
everyone. 
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A few hints for participating in the 
plenary meetings: 

Treat each other with respect and trust.--
Search for the best solution for everyo---
ne. A plenary session is a group process, 
not a stage for individual shows. 
Think before you talk, listen before you --
contradict someone. 
To make sure that plenary sessions do --
not take longer than necessary, consi-
der whether your point has possibly 
already been made and whether it will 
bring forward the discussion before you 
put your hand up.

Watch how much you speak – especial---
ly if you tend to talk more than others.
Switch off your mobile phones.--
Use hand signs (see below!).--
Watch out for discriminatory behaviour --
– intervene or inform the moderators.

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The different plenary sessions at our Camp

Info Plenary Session

The Info Plenary Session takes place daily 
at 9 a.m. in the large event tent. The pro-
gramme of the day will be introduced and 
jobs for the camp announced (helping with 
the VoKü (group meals) or with other in-
frastructural aspects of the Camp). Apart 
from this, points of discussions will be 
presented, which are to be pre-discussed or 
decided in the Barrio Plenary Session. Each 
Barrio should be represented by at least 
one person at the Info Plenary Session. Of 
course, everyone who is interested can par-
ticipate, too.

Barrio Plenary Session

The Barrio Plenary Session takes place dai-
ly at 10 a.m. in the separate Barrios. The 
various camping areas that are divided by 
the walkways each constitute a Barrio. At 
the Barrio Plenary Session the information 
from the Info Plenary Session is passed on. 
If there are points of discussion or decisions 
that have to be made, a common position 
is developed in the Barrio, which will be 
represented by at least one delegate of the 
Barrio in the Camp Plenary Session. If pos-
sible, all campers should participate in their 
Barrio Plenary Session.

Camp Plenary Session

The Camp Plenary Session generally takes 
place at 8 p.m in the large event tent. Howe-
ver, on Tuesday it will take place at 9 p.m., 
on Wednesday after the panel debate (at 
about 9:30 p.m.) and on Thursday after the 
theatre performance (at about 9:30 p.m.). 
Life in the Camp is organised at the Camp 
Plenary Session and decisions are made 
here. It makes sense for each affinity group 
to send one person to the Camp Plenary 
Session, but at the very least a person from 
each Barrio should participate. Of course, 
everyone who is interested can participate, 
too.

Affinity Group Plenary Session

The Affinity Group Plenary Session will 
take place only once on Wednesday at 
5.30 p.m. Everyone who does not already 
have an affinity group but wants to take 
part in direct actions should participate. 
Generally, the constitution of reference 
groups does not take place during the 
plenary session – only the principle of 
having an affinity group will be explained 
there – but during the action trainings or 
after the Affinity Group Plenary Session.
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Direct Actions at the Camp

It is time for us to push for a for a prompt 
coal phase-out. New coal mining sites 
must not to be licensed. In addition, the 

current permits’ validity until 2045 needs 
to be drastically reduced. Ambitious cli-
mate protection targets and durable change 
can only be reached if electricity generati-
on from coal is stopped.

This kind of energy production poses a 
threat to humans as well as to the climate. 
But how do we get those power plants off 
the grid? 

The forms of protesting against the 
ongoing destruction of habitats, the me-
thods of energy companies and their con-
sequences are as diverse as the people in 
the movement. Acts of protest range from 
banner drops to creative guerilla commu-
nication pointing out the greenwashing 
strategies of their marketing complex. 
Others have been known to occupy or block 
construction sites, mine railways and mi-
ning sites to stop the supply strategically.  

As a result of these kinds of protests the 
ecological costs for future generations are 
handed directly to the producers. Addi-
tionally the villages that have had to give 

way to mining activities and those who are 
endangered by them won’t be forgotten. 
Moreover, the public discussion about ex-
propriations, the risk of landslides in resto-
red post-mining areas is revived.

The centralized infrastructure offers 
many possibilities for effective protests. 
The mine railways are for instance the only 
connection between the open pit mine and 
the power plant in Jänschwalde. Every day, 
60.000 tons of coal, originating in the pits 
Jänschwalde Nord and Cottbus Nord, are 
transported to the loading terminal via 
conveyor belts. The coal is then loaded onto 
trains that travel a distance of about one ki-
lometer to the power plant. The companies 
are very vulnerable to disruption due to 
their precisely-timed schedules. The power 
plant cannot continue work once the sto-
rage units are empty.

We would like to be the spoke in this 
wheel made up of coal mining sites, the 
mine railways and the power plant. We say 
no to those willfully ignoring the injured 
parties. We say no to the destruction of our 
natural environment and we say no to the 
centralized, capitalistic energy systems.
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Consensus regarding Direct Actions

T he extension of open-pit mines, the 
irresponsible use of nuclear power 
and the introduction of the CCS-

technology are inefficient, hazardous and 
serve the monopolistic interests of energy 
companies. All of the above stand in the 
way of transition towards energy systems 
based on grassroots democracy, renew-
ables and decentralized structures. 

Our actions are directed against institu-
tions and structures that threaten human 
lives as well as ecosystems. These actions 
are justified by the propagation of destruc-
tive energy concepts and the exclusion of 
the affected people from decision-making 
processes.

In order to safeguard the physical inte-
grity of everybody, no violence nor escala-
tion will originate from us. We will pursue 
our goals peacefully, but determinedly. 

We adhere to participatory democra-
cy and anti-discriminatory conduct and 
declare our solidarity with all people and 
actions supporting our goals within the li-
mits of this consensus.

It is especially important to treat each 
other with respect and as equals during di-

rect action. Decisions should be taken wi-
thout hierarchical bias. Nobody should feel 
pressured to participate in any action s/he 
does not feel comfortable with. Opting out 
needs to be possible for individuals at any 
time. The support of the respective affinity 
group is crucial in that case. As always, we 
won’t tolerate racist, anti-Semitic, sexist, 
homophobic or other discriminatory state-
ments or behaviour during the action.
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The Climate and Energy Camp will 
take place in Jänschwalde near 
Cottbus. The camp will be set up 

near the junction Heinersbrücker Straße/ 
Gubener Straße in the village of Jänschwal-
de. Jänschwalde has its own station and it

Besides using renewable energy Brandenburg still 
continues to focus on coal electricity. The feeding 
of large amounts of flexibly changing green elec-
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tricity into the public power network has priority 
by law. This requires highly flexible power plants 
that can quickly respond to a fluctuating demand 
for electricity. Coal power plants are not able to 
do so - for technical and economic reasons. The 
lack of flexibility of these base load power plants 
is forcing the operators of e.g. wind farms to re-
duce their production in windy periods. This 
conflict between renewable energy and inflexible 
base load power plants will worsen significantly in 
the coming years as the share of renewable energy 
will be more than doubled by 2020. In the electri-
city system of the future, there is no coexistence 
of traditional electricity production based on coal 
and nuclear energy and the electricity production 
based on wind, solar power, bioenergy, hydropo-
wer and geothermal energy. The question will be 
either traditional energy or renewable energy: for 
the further dynamic development of renewable 
energy and large quantities of inflexible coal and 
nuclear power supplies are mutually exclusive.

No CO2-waste dumps! Fight for climate justice and energy sovereignty!

There no longer seems to be a way to 
stop climate chaos: extreme wea-
ther events, the desertification of 

entire regions, rising sea levels and grow-
ing threats to the livelihoods of ever more 
people are clear signs of advancing climate 
change. To be sure, the political debate 
around energy has shifted since the events 
in Fukushima. But instead of consistently  
supporting renewable energies and leaving 
fossil fuels in the ground, coal has been 
once more legitimised through CCS (Car-
bon Capture and Storage) as a safe alterna-
tive to nuclear power.

We say stop! We want to link our strug-
gles with conflicts about climate justice, 
and by organising a climate camp we want 
to think about, live, and fight for alterna-
tives to the madness of ‘business of usual’. 
We will play a part in local energy struggles 
by demanding energy sovereignty and the 
self-managed production of energy..

Autumn 2010: Thousands of people pro-
test the continued use of nuclear power by 
undermining and blocking the train tracks 
used by a train transporting nuclear waste 
through the country (the CASTOR – cask 
for storage of radioactive materials). In 
various places local groups are fighting 
against new coal-fired power plants, open-
cast coal mining and CO2-dumps. Resi-

stance is forming against the neglect of pu-
blic transport.

All of these protests are fighting against 
a politics that (re)produces social and en-
vironmental injustice under the banner 
of sustainability and progress. They fight 
against a politics that promotes large-scale 
techno-fixes in order to serve the interests 
of a few major corporations. That favors 
the interests of nuclear producers and so-
called ‘clean coal’ over decentrally produ-
ced energy, cost-intensive prestige projects 
in train transport over the development 
of solidaristically financed public trans-
port. Such a politics does not provide any 
adequate answers to the challenges we are 
currently facing. Therefore protest must be 
continued and expanded.

Climate Crises and false Solutions

We find ourselves in the middle of a global 
socio-ecological crisis: the massive loss of 
biodiversity and manmade climate change 
are not projections, but reality. Those who 
suffer its consequences are primarily peo-
ple affected by poverty with few resources 
or political and economic power. While the 
culprits of the socio-ecological crisis are 
mostly to be found in western industrial 
states, its effects show themselves mostly 
in the global South. 
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The current debate around Peak Oil 
– the reaching of the global peak of pro-
duction – is leading to aggressive policies 
of national states for energy security. As a 
reaction to dependency in energy produc-
tion, countries are pursuing political influ-
ence and military control of regions with 
sources still to be exploited fossil energy. 
At the same time competition for other 
resources of future strategic importance 
is intensifying. This applies for example to 
the so-called ‘rare earths’ necessary for bat-
tery production. 

The socio-ecological crisis requires that 
we change the structure of our economy 
and society, a change after which there will 
simply no longer be a place for large base-
load power plants – irrespective of whether 
they run on uranium or coal. It is, after all, 
these kinds of structures that stand in the 
way of a decentralised, participatory and 
flexible energy system.

Yet the dependence of our society on fos-
sil fuels and other finite resources is not in 
itself questioned. Like treating only sym-
ptoms, politics and economy are satisfied 
with electric cars and underground ‘CO2 
wastedumps’. This can’t however lead to 
significant emissions reductions as long as 
economic growth is held onto.

Moreover in the so-called technically 
oriented ‘environmental modernisation’, 
social problems of climate change are not 
taken into account. We are facing a funda-
mental crisis of nature-society relations. 
We cannot divert this crisis by treating 
symptoms such as with end-of-the-pipe 
technologies like CCS. Rather we must fun-
damentally question our extremely eniron-

mentally destructive and unjust economic 
system and way of life.

CCS and Coal in the Lausitz

In the Lausitz the socio-ecological con-
flict is plain to see: the climate killer coal 
is mined and distributed here. Expansion 
projects are planned for some of the five 
existing power plants in the region. This 
is social and environmental lunacy: whole 
towns, explicitly in sparsely populated re-
gions, must be bulldozed. Alone for the 
expansion of the open cast mine in Jäns-
chwalde-North three villages would be de-
stroyed, meaning the homes of 900 people, 
although clear, technically-viable alterna-
tives exist, even if they are politically and 
economically undesirable. 

To give coal a green image and lengthen 
its viability, energy companies and political 
actors are banking on CCS. This technolo-
gy is meant to capture CO2 from coal-fired 
power plants, liquefy it and subsequently 
store it underground. The risks and conse-
quences of this subterranean dumping of 
CO2 are incalculable. It is unclear whether 
the liquid CO2 will remain in the ground, 
whether it would rise back to the surface, 
or whether it will pollute water supplies. 
And capturing CO2 at power plants leads 
to massive losses in efficiency – about a 
third more coal is necessary to produce the 
same amount of energy. 

Using the lie of ‘clean coal’, the building 
of new coal power plants is sold worldwi-
de as a positive climate solution. But CCS 
technology would be operational at the ear-
liest in 10-20 years and can therefore not 
make an effective contribution to fighting 
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climate change, as this course must be set 
within the next 10 years.

Moreover CCS increases dependency on 
the status quo of the energy infrastructure: 
the power of large energy companies would 
be cemented as the research, development 
and operation of CCS is extremely capital 
intensive and can only be carried out by 
large firms. This quasi-monopoly of energy 
companies gives them the possibility to set 
prices as well as determining the expansi-
on of energy grids to their advantage, the-
reby hindering the development of decen-
tral renewable energy. Energy companies 
must be socialized, as they stand in the 
way of energy sovereignty. General access 
to energy production and its democratic 
organization requires decentral structures.

CCS is currently being tried out in multi-
ple pilot projects, for example the Schwar-
ze Pumpe plant in Brandenburg. After a 
three-year trial period there, Germany’s 
first CCS demo-plant with energy pro-
duction is planned for at Vattenfall’s coal-
fired power plant in Jänschwalde, with se-
questered CO2 planned to be ‘disposed of ’ 
in Beeskow or Neutrebbin. Construction 
already began in January 2011.

If CCS is to be used on a large scale, 
many regions would be threatened with 
the risky pressing of CO2. The German 
Federal Institute for Geosciences and Na-
tural Resources compiled a list with 408 
locations that would be appropriate for 
the ‘disposal’ of CO2. The Federal Govern-
ment, who commissioned the study, are 
relying on CCS. They have provided much 
money for the research and development 
of CCS and would like to create a favoura-
ble legal framework for it. The Bundestag 

(lower house of the German parliament) 
passed a law regarding CCS in which en-
ergy companies will be liable for the extre-
mely risky underground CO2 dumps only 
for their first 30 years of operation. After-
ward, it will be the public that will have 
to bear the risk of possible damages from 
these dumps for many centuries! This law 
still needs to be adopted by the Bundesrat 
in September (upper house of the German 
parliament).This law must be stopped! The 
financial support and legal cover for CCS 
projects send fundamentally the wrong 
signal. Building new coal plants is already 
being legitimized with the argument that 
they are ‘CCS-ready’. And the insistence on 
large baseload power plants – irrespective 
of whether they run on uranium or coal 
– is blocking the transition to renewable 
energy. The flexible input from renewables 
requires a flexibilization of energy produc-
tion in general, a situation in which there is 
demand for baseload plants will constantly 
sink. 

In the struggle against CCS in Germany, 
the German state of Brandenburg will be 
the one that will tip the scales one way or 
another. It is the only state where the go-
vernment is in support of the development 
of CCS-technology. It wants to become the 
laboratory for the testing of CO2 storage 
disposal—against the large resistance of 
the population. Together with the local in-
itiatives against CO2-dumps and open-cast 
coal mining we call for a just transition 
away from coal. We take seriously the fear 
of people living in mining regions that this 
might lead to job losses. But the only way 
we can create new perspectives and possi-
bilities in time to avoid dangerous climate 
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is supported in developing and industriali-
zing countries. This politics continues with 
the recognition of CCS as a CDM technolo-
gy. We want to keep the global dimension 
in sight while acting effectively locally.  

No demonstration project in the Lau-
sitz! No CO2 “waste dumps” anywhere!  

catastrophe is if we start changing these 
structures now. Brandenburg can become 
a model region for energy sovereignty and 
renewable energies. It is here that the real 
developmental potential of the region lies, 
not in clinging to dirty coal.

CCS and Coal Worldwide

Yet not only energy companies, but many 
politicians hold CCS for necessary. As ra-
tionale the apparent ‘energy hunger’ of 
industrializing countries is held up again 
and again, although their per capita emis-
sions are still much lower than those of 
industrialized countries. The idea here is 
that CCS should be subsidized to promote 
exports to developing and industrializing 
countries as an important contribution 
to ‘technological leadership’ and incre-
asing economic growth. We oppose this 
export and growth oriented economic 
policy, as it hinders energy sovereignty 
in the regions it purports to help. It dee-
pens dependencies and ignores negati-
ve social and economic consequences.  
Thus the decision of the 2010 UN climate 
negotiations in Cancun to include CCS as 
a CDM technology is fatal. With the Clean 
Development Mechanism (CDM), indus-
trialized states or companies in industri-
alized states can implement project-based 
investments in developing and industriali-
zing countries in order to buy themselves 
out of reduction commitments. This deci-
sion shows the absurdity of the flexible me-
chanisms of the Kyoto Protocol: through 
emissions trading and CDM, systematic 
structural change in industrialized coun-
tries is blocked and fossil-nuclear energy

Climate and Energy Camp in the Lausitz

Summer 2011: With a climate and ener-
gy camp in the Lausitz we want to take a 
stand against fossil-nuclear energy pro-
duction and intervene in the public debate. 
CCS is not yet a done deal. That’s why we’re 
fighting now against Vattenfall’s planned 
CCS demonstration project in the Lausitz 
as well as the government’s draft CCS law.

With the camp we want to connect 
with debates on alternatives to the ruling 
climate politics and advocate for climate 
justice in energy policy. We’re fighting for 
energy sovereignty, for democratically or-
ganised and decentral energy production, 
for access for all to energy. 

With a climate justice perspective we 
don’t see energy as an isolated field but 
in conjunction with struggles for food so-
vereignty, for a new transport policy that 
favors well-designed, free public transport 
over the support of individualized cars, for 
the right to migration, the elimination of 
economic dependence and the payment 
of the ecological debt of the industrialized 
states. 

The climate and energy camp joins itself 
with the climate camps that have in the last 
years in many places worldwide drawn at-
tention to the blind spots of current climate 
politics. In our climate and energy action 
camp we will together develop utopias, 
goals and strategies for a just way of dea-
ling with energy – based on the principles 
of self-management, a critique of domina-
tion, and the need for sustainable living. It 

Climate Justice, not Economic Growth!

In the place of investments in risky new 
technologies we call for coal and other 
fossil fuels to be left in the ground. For 
us coal and nuclear are not alternatives, 
but two sides of the same coin. Instead of 
baseload power plants, whether coal or 
uranium or coal, we call for the expansion 
of a decentralised, participatory and flexi-
ble energy system. Climate protection and 
environmentally and socially sustainable 
energy production, not economic interests 
of energy companies, must be the guides of 
energy policy. 

To do this we need a fundamental que-
stioning of our production and consump-
tion patterns. Effective climate protection 
has nothing to do with the creation of new 
markets. Focusing on economic growth is 
no solution, but part of the problem. In-
stead of risky techno-based false solutions 
to increase exports of industrial countries 
and disregarding the negative social and 
environmental effects of our energy pro-
duction, we need to address the root cause 
of climate change. The current economic 
system, oriented solely towards the maxi-
misation of profits, stands in a fundamen-
tal contradiction to the needs of people 
and the environment. 

Experience shows that we can’t hope 
for a change in thinking from the side of 
politics and the economy. Energy compa-
nies like Vattenfall will invest in coal and 
nuclear as long as it makes profits and no 
one stops them. Politics is oriented toward 
progress, technological solutions and eco-
nomic growth and creates the proper fra-
mework for this model of ‘economic mo-
dernisation’.
